1. Information Collected

We offer the use of a secure server. All supplied sensitive/financial information is transmitted via 

Secure Socket Layer (SSL) technology and then encrypted only to be accessible by those 

authorized with special access rights to such systems, all of whom are required to keep the 

information confidential. 

  

4. Cookies 

 



Cookies are small files that a site or its service provider transfers to your computer hard drive 

through your Web browser (if you allow) that enables the sites or service providers systems to 

recognize your browser and capture and remember certain information.  We use cookies to help 

us remember and process features of your online account management, understand and save your 

preferences for future visits and compile aggregate data about site traffic and site interaction so 

that we can offer better site experiences and tools in the future.
